Credit for FERS Leave Passes Congress,
Now On its Way to President Obama To Sign Into Law.
Last night the Senate and the House approved the conference version of the Department of Defense Authorization Bill that funds the Department of Defense,  The bill is now on its way to President Obama to sign into law.  The President should sign it within the week, and perhaps over the weekend.
Included in the DOD authorization bill are a number of Civil Service provisions, including one giving FERS employees Credit for unused sick leave when they retire.  There will be a four year phase in period.  Consequently, from now (actually from the time the bill is signed by the President) until Dec. 31, 2013, employees would receive 50 percent credit for unused sick time.  Beginning Jan. 1, 2014, FERS employees would receive full credit.  

The language in the DOD bill is language that Congressman Jim Moran (D VA) has drafted and introduced as a separate bill.  It, along with some other civil service provisions, was rolled into the DOD bill in conference.  

This applies to postmasters.
